•	 Do not take sweets, toys, or presents  
from strangers.

•	 Do not get into a car or vehicle with  
someone who is a stranger.

•	 Do not give personal info to strangers,  
like a phone number, address, or social  
media info. 

•	 You can talk to expected strangers out in 
the community, like a store clerk, doctor, 
new bus driver, or server at a restaurant. 

•	 You should not give expected strangers  
any personal information.

•	 Always let a responsible adult know where 
you are going and who you are with.

•	 If you feel you are in an unsafe situation, 
immediately try to contact a  
responsible adult.
